	LO: To spot and use adverbs (and adverbials)

Please come to all the Zooms with a pen/pencil and some paper and your brains (
Today we will be looking at the poem ‘Ghoul School Rules’. We will look at the PPT ‘Adverbs’ up to p.9 and then find adverbs in the poem. 

If you normally do *** work then we will also look from p.10-15 of the PPT about adverbials. 

We will then write our own set of rules for ‘Ghoul School’ including an adverb (or adverbial) in each line.


	LO: To write a rhyming poem including powerful verbs and adverbs

Today we will be looking and laughing at the poem ‘Where Teachers Keep their Pets’ (
We will recap on what a powerful verb is (remember we found lots of them last week in the ‘End of School Assembly’ poem) and then discuss the structure of today’s poem.

We will look at how to create our own ‘rhyming couplets’ to make up our own poem. 

	LO: To write an animal poem

Today we are going to use all we have learnt about humourous poems to write our own!

We will firstly describe our toy animal (or animal on the sheet) and then see if we have been descriptive enough so that others can guess our animal.

We will then look at ‘The elephant has a bad earache’ and discuss it.

Our challenge will then be to write our own animal poem.

* Using adjectives and powerful verbs

** Include adverbs and a rhyming structure

*** Write a rhyming couplet poem about the jobs animals could do

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	Maths – Today is times table day. We would like you to set your timer to two minutes or three minutes (if you have 2 tables on your sheet do two minutes, if you have 3 then set a 3 minute timer). See how many calculations you can do before the timer goes off. You will need to think about which table you are currently on at school and then print off this sheet for today (if you cannot print off just write as many answers as you can on a piece of paper). Keep a copy of your score, as your teacher will ask you on Monday for it to record. Next week we will see if you can beat your score!
When you have finished can you go on TT Rock stars – let’s see who will win the school battle … will it be boys or girls?
If you still want more work, then you could look at top marks for more tables work.
