This document replaces the Daily Doodle and we hope gives parents a clear overview of the content of Zoom lessons as well as an outline of the links and resources that will be referenced.  We will endeavour to upload this on the website in readiness for the following week.  
Resources may be adapted throughout the week depending on progress made in Zoom lessons.
It is our intention that there will be differentiation in some of our Zoom lessons to allow us to appropriately support children of all abilities.  Your child may be directed to independently complete activities whilst the teacher spends focussed time with other children.  The chat will be enabled for questions during this time, but where possible we would encourage children to problem solve themselves to avoid interrupting the teacher’s guided group.  In return children can then expect their guided session to be able to run uninterrupted too.

Feedback and marking will be completed face-to-face with the children, either at the end of the lesson if appropriate or at the start of the next session / day.  There is no expectation that children submit photographs of completed work to their teacher via e-mail unless directly asked or a piece of particular note that a child is proud of or has worked hard on (max 1 per week).  With this level of face-to-face teaching and staff also covering provision in school for Key Workers and Vulnerable children up to 2 ½ days per week, we do not have capacity to respond to this number of e-mails daily.

	The Boy in the Tower 
Reading: Making reasoned predictions and raising questions.
Children examine the front cover of this new text and use it to make reasoned predictions about the story. We read Chapter 1 and examine unexplained information.
Task 1: Children locate quotes in the text and record questions they raise in the reader’s mind.

Children read Chapter 2, unpicking tricky vocabulary and revising reading retrieval skills.

Punctuation: Using speech punctuation to correctly write character dialogue.

Children read Chapters 3&4, then discuss what ‘things’ Ade might tell his friend Gaia about. We revise the rules for using speech punctuation.

Task 3: Children use speech punctuation rules to write an imagined character dialogue between Ade and Gaia.

Grammar: Understanding and identifying synonyms and antonyms.

Children revisit and reassess the predictions they made in Lesson 1 before reading Chapter 5. We learn about synonyms and antonyms and how an author uses these to write descriptively.
Task 4: Children locate and replace synonyms and antonyms for given words/passages, using a thesaurus, if required.

	Place Value – 3 place decimals 

Understand place value in decimal numbers

Use lesson PPT to remind the children that numbers that have digits to the right of a decimal point are numbers between whole numbers. Rehearse the decimal place value positions of tenths, hundredths.

	Place Value – 3 place decimals 

Understand 3-place decimals

Children are to look at the place value chart and describe each row and what it shows.  We will then look at some numbers and examine what each digit represents and what happens if a row had a missing digit how would we show that?

Orange and Red: Using the place value chart, put a counter (hundreds, tens, ones, tenths, hundredths, thousandths). Write the partitioned number, then what number it makes.
