This document replaces the Daily Doodle and we hope gives parents a clear overview of the content of Zoom lessons as well as an outline of the links and resources that will be referenced.  We will endeavour to upload this on the website in readiness for the following week.  
Resources may be adapted throughout the week depending on progress made in Zoom lessons.
It is our intention that there will be differentiation in some of our Zoom lessons to allow us to appropriately support children of all abilities.  Your child may be directed to independently complete activities whilst the teacher spends focussed time with other children.  The chat will be enabled for questions during this time, but where possible we would encourage children to problem solve themselves to avoid interrupting the teacher’s guided group.  In return children can then expect their guided session to be able to run uninterrupted too.

Feedback and marking will be completed face-to-face with the children, either at the end of the lesson if appropriate or at the start of the next session / day.  There is no expectation that children submit photographs of completed work to their teacher via e-mail unless directly asked or a piece of particular note that a child is proud of or has worked hard on (max 1 per week).  With this level of face-to-face teaching and staff also covering provision in school for Key Workers and Vulnerable children up to 2 ½ days per week, we do not have capacity to respond to this number of e-mails daily.

	Our Zoom today will be introducing rainforests and using an online dictionary to look up rainforest vocabulary. We will then use this vocabulary in some sentences.

	Today, we will be recapping on what pronouns are and discussing the video that you watched as a follow up task to Monday’s English lesson. We will then practise writing interesting description using rainforest vocabulary. 

Follow up task: 

Before Wednesday’s Zoom lesson, please listen to ‘The Great Kapok Tree’ by Lynne Cherry 2 or 3 times.

Pay close attention to the verbs the author uses to describe how the animals move. This will be very useful for our writing. 
	Today, we will be identifying adverbials and experimenting with using verbs and adverb together and then using adjectives, verbs and adverbs together to describe things in a really vivid way. Challenge yourself to use some new vocabulary and think about how your sentences create a picture in your reader’s mind. 

Follow up task:
Before Thursday’s lesson, take a look at a couple of extracts from Philip Pullman’s ‘The Firework-Maker’s Daughter. 

In 2 separate lists, jot down what Lila sees and hears as she walks through the jungle.
	Today, we will recap on determiners. You are then going to write a brilliant descriptive paragraph about the rainforest, using well-chosen verbs, adverbs and adjectives. 
Follow up task:

Read the short piece of information called ‘Layers of the Rainforest’. 

Go on a noun and adjective hunt. Circle the nouns in green and underline the adjectives in red.
