	Today’s lesson will be split into two parts. Part one will be 6 short grammar activities covering prepositions, near homophones, conjunctions, year ¾ spellings, converting adjectives to adverbs and subordinate clauses. 

Part two will be a series of short written tasks about a rainforest picture which includes vocabulary choices, naming a picture, writing a story opening, punctuating speech, idea generation and giving an opinion,
Follow on task;

Read Temperature and Humidity. Write down words whose meaning you are not sure of. Can you find out what they mean?  
	Our starter activity today will be about pronouns. 
The main focus today is recapping on prepositions and using them in rainforest sentences to provide extra detail. 

Follow on task:

Read The Ultimate Jungle Survival Guide and answer the questions.  


	Our starter activity today will be looking at ordering ideas and making connections between sentences. 
The main focus today is recapping on fronted adverbials which tell us where, when or how. We will be discussing the link between prepositions and adverbials and how they are a really good way to vary sentence starters. 

Follow on task:

Read the poem Leap Like a Lion. Really focus on the verbs used to explain how the animals move. Think about which of the animals mentioned you might find in the rainforest. 
	Our starter activity today is to think of as many words ending in ‘ure’ as we can. What word class do they belong to? 
Today we will be doing a ‘slow write’ about the rainforest. We will complete a piece of writing, one sentence at a time, which will includes; fronted adverbials, adjectives, conjunctions, a question, expanded noun phrases, a short sentence and an ‘ed’ sentence starter. 
Follow on task:

Find out some more about the rainforest. This could be from information books you have, descriptions you find in fiction books or some research on the internet.

	Bronze: start to tell time in words on an analogue clock.

Bronze Follow up task:

Complete the two time tasks set on MyMaths before tomorrow’s lesson. 

Silver and Gold: recap telling the time on an analogue clock. 
Silver Follow on task: 
Complete the task set for you on MyMaths before tomorrow’s lesson.
Gold Follow on task:  Use the Mathsframe game played during our lesson to see how many points you can score in 1 minute. Use the timed game .read to 1 minute.

	Bronze: continue with telling time on an analogue clock. 
Recap yesterday’s learning and MyMaths results and if the children are confident with quarter to/past and half past, we will move on to minutes past the hour (to 5 minutes)

Silver:
This group will continue with analogue time before moving on to recap digital time if confident.
Gold:
Recap on digital time. 

You will then complete two tasks. Firstly, reading time on an analogue clock and writing in digital format. Then, you will also have given analogue times to convert into digital format.
	Bronze: continue with telling the time on and analogue clock. Focus of today’s lesson will be ‘minutes to’ (to 5 minutes).
Silver and Gold: work on using a number line to find out time x minutes earlier and y minutes later.

Two worksheets have been set for each group and these can be found in the resources folder. Please have these printed off or open in a separate tab on your computer/iPad before joining the lesson. 
	Bronze: continue with telling the time on an analogue clock.
A worksheet has been set for children to complete during the lesson. If you have access to a printer, children may find it useful to have their own copy of this printed off prior to the lesson. 
Silver and Gold:

Today, you will be learning about using a number line to calculate durations of time.
A worksheet has been set for each group. If you have printing facilities, children may find it easier to have their own copy of this printed off prior to the lesson.
