	The Day I Swapped my Dad for Two Goldfish
We are going to read and discuss the beginning of this book today where a boy swaps his dad for two goldfish! (We will read up to where the mother returns - page ending ‘The very idea’.
We are going to discuss if we have ever swapped anything and what happened.
We are then going to talk about an object that is precious to us and design a ‘lost’ notice for it.
If you would like to bring your precious object to the Zoom please do ( 
We will encourage children to note that often things are precious not because they are expensive, but because they hold sentimental value.
	The Day I Swapped my Dad for Two Goldfish

Before we continue to read the story we are going to predict what we think will happen in the rest of the story.

We will encourage the children to use the language of possibility, e.g. might, could, perhaps, maybe, etc. and to reason their opinions by explaining why they think that.
We will then read to the end of the book. We will look back at our predictions and write what actually happened. Did any of our predictions come true? What was the biggest surprise? 

We will then fill in the ‘Book Talk Questions’ and share our ideas.

Would we recommend this book to others? 


	Recounts

We will explain that the story is a recount of an imaginary event, where the children are on a quest to find their father.
Can the children suggest some of the key features of a recount? 
We will make a class list then compare it to the Personal Recount Features sheet. 
We will then identify adverbs that tell us when things happened, which are called time adverbs.

Children will then look at the mixed-up list of events from the book cut out, read and order.

Challenge: recount the events adding in a range of time adverbs and remembering to use the past tense.
	Use adverbs for time, place and manner

We will look at the PPT, which explains how to use adverbs for time, place and manner.

Children will then complete an adverb activity.

Children select/insert adverbs for time, place or manner to complete sentences. 
Activity A: (Is the ** sheet).
Children identify adverbs of time, place and manner from the sentences.
Activity C: (*** sheet) Children expand sentences incorporating adverbs of time, place and manner. They can then make up some more sentences of their own.

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	Maths – Today is times table day. English – Spellings. We have had a few queries about the spellings this week, so I’m hoping that this week the information is clearer. Please let us know if you have any problems.

The first part of the session today is your spelling test. 

In the folder you will find the dictation sentences. In school, Mrs Vardy runs the test like this:

1) Read out the first sentence. All children listen to the sentence and try to spot the spelling word.

2) Read the first sentence again. The children then write out the WHOLE sentence remembering to include capital letters, full stops and any other relevant punctuation.

3) Read the sentence a third and fourth time (with short breaks in between). The sentence is then NOT repeated again. 

4) Read the second sentence and repeat steps 1-4. 

At home you could ask anyone else in your household (maybe an older sibling) to read you the dictation sentences. Mark your spellings and give yourself a score out of 10. Remember to always check that you have included capital letters and punctuation within your sentences.
