	Zoom 1 - ENGLISH

	The Boy in the Tower 
Incidental Writing: Reflecting upon our mental health and well-being by describing positive experiences.
Children read Chapters 6, 7 & 8, focusing on the behaviour and experiences of Ade and his Mum. We watch an animation to understand more about mental health and the ways in which it can affect us, linking this to events in the story.
Task 5: Children reflect upon their own mental health and well-being during Lockdown#3 by using their senses to write about a recent positive experience.

Text Analysis: Identifying key features of newspaper reports.
Children read Chapters 9 & 10 of the story, listing the series of strange events that are beginning to happen in Camberwell. We recap previous Y4 learning on newspaper report writing and the key structural, language and layout features of this text type.

Writing: Composing the headline and introduction of a newspaper report.
Children read Chapters 11, 12 & 13, discussing the worsening situation. We revise how to write a successful headline, byline and introductory paragraph for a newspaper report, focusing on answering the 6Ws (who, what, when, where, how, why).
Task 7: Children write (draft in rough) a headline, byline and introduction for a newspaper report to inform the local residents of Camberwell about events (see Powerpoint for skills challenges).

Writing: Composing the main body and conclusion of a newspaper report.
Children read Chapters 14, 15 & 16, locating evidence to show the changing emotions of the key characters, Ade and Gaia. We recap the key information and features required for the main body and conclusion of a newspaper report.
Task 8: Children write (draft in rough) the main body and conclusion of their newspaper report, which they began yesterday (see Powerpoint for skills challenges).

	Zoom 2 - MATHS
11:15 – 12:15
	Place value – decimals, multiple/divide 10, 100, 1000

Multiply and divide by 10, 100 and 1000.

Use lesson PPT to remind the children rules of multiplying and dividing by 10, 100 and 1000. Discuss which way the digits will move, and by how many places.

Tasks: 
Whole class investigation using the ‘Multiplying and dividing by 10 and 100’ grid. On slide 11

Purple: Solve the ‘thinking of a number’ problem

	Place value – decimals, multiple/divide 10, 100, 1000

Multiply and divide decimals by 10, 100, 1000

Go through the PPT. Read the number together: six point four two six (not ‘six point four hundred and twenty-six’). Discuss the value of each ‘6’ (6 ones, 6 thousandths).    
Hold a card showing a decimal point.  Make a fuss of them, saying they have today’s MOST IMPORTANT JOB – to STAND ABSOLUTELY STILL!

Multiply and divide decimals by 10, 100, 1000

Use the lesson PPT to revise converting measures- how many g in a kilogram? How many ml in a litre? How many km in 5000m? Practise converting.

Round decimal numbers.

Ask other children to mark numbers with two decimal places on the line. Children round them to the nearest whole, then tenth.

	Spelling – Part 1: complete the Unit 2A Week 1 Spelling Dictation activity (-ITY suffix words). An adult reads aloud the x10 sentences for children to record. They write down the whole sentence including the spelling word and any punctuation. Afterwards, go through the correct answers and mark the spelling words together. Email your score out of 10 to your morning class teacher please. 
Part 2: Read through the Unit 2A Week 2 Powerpoint to understand the new spelling pattern/rules (adding the suffix –NESS) and learn the list of words for next Friday’s dictation activity. Use the KS2 Spelling Menu, Look Say Cover Write Check (LSCWC) and Word Webs activities, alongside the www.spellingtraining.com website, to practise the spelling words daily over the next week (Wk4). 
English –The Boy in the Tower – Newspaper Report Writing – Proofreading, Editing and Publishing
Part 1: Read through the ‘Friday Activity’ Powerpoint to revise the ‘COPS’ and ‘ARMS’ strategies we practised last term to proofread, edit and improve our writing. Carefully read through your DRAFT newspaper report, checking and correcting any missing words, punctuation and spellings. Use the Twinkl Y5 Writing Mat to see if you can up-level any word choices/sentences to better demonstrate Y5 skills like: commas for phrases/clauses, expanded noun phrases, fronted adverbials, relative clauses, parenthesis etc. 
Part 2: Use one of the two newspaper templates (or create your own) to either write OR type up your newspaper report in neat. Take a photo or attach your document to an email and send it to your morning teacher to mark.
