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	Maths – Today is times table day. We would like you to set your timer to two minutes or three minutes (if you have 2 tables on your sheet do two minutes, if you have 3 then set a 3 minute timer). See how many calculations you can do before the timer goes off. You will need to think about which table you are currently on at school and then print off this sheet for today (if you cannot print off just write as many answers as you can on a piece of paper). Keep a copy of your score, as your teacher will ask you on Monday for it to record. Next week we will see if you can beat your score! This is the third week of having the same grid so you should be seeing an improvement in your score.

Alternatively, there is plenty of work in this week’s maths folder labelled ‘Extra Resources.’

English – Spellings. 

The first part of the session today is your spelling test. 

In the folder you will find the dictation sentences. In school, Mrs Vardy runs the test like this:

1) Read out the first sentence. All children listen to the sentence and try to spot the spelling word.

2) Read the first sentence again. The children then write out the WHOLE sentence remembering to include capital letters, full stops and any other relevant punctuation.

3) Read the sentence a third and fourth time (with short breaks in between). The sentence is then NOT repeated again. 

4) Read the second sentence and repeat steps 1-4. 

At home you could ask anyone else in your household (maybe an older sibling) to read you the dictation sentences. Mark your spellings and give yourself a score out of 10. Remember to always check that you have included capital letters and punctuation within your sentences.
