	LO: To write a book review summarising key events.
Today we are going to finish ‘Diary of a Killer Cat’ and see if any of our predictions from last week came true (
We are going to look at this website where children review books they have read:

We are then going to choose either *, ** or *** book review to complete – or write our own -focusing on the different sections:
- title

- author

- plot synopsis

- best bits (with reasons)

- recommendations etc. 

	LO: To write a detailed character profile in the first person
Over the next few lessons, we will use what we have learned to write our own fictional diary, in role as a pet of our choice. 

Today we will begin by creating a profile of our pet character! As we want our diary to be realistic, most of what we include will need to be based on fact but we can ‘stretch’ the truth a little for entertainment purposes!
(We might allow your pets a little visit to our Zooms today to give us inspiration for which animal we choose – only if your adult agrees and it is allowed inside!). 
* Children will draw a picture of their pet character and label it with adjectives to describe its appearance and personality. 

** Children will draw a picture of their pet character and then use creative similes E.g. as brown as mud, dark like night).
*** Children put emphasis on describing their pet’s personality, talents & mischievous instincts!


	LO: To plan a diary recount 

Today, now we have created our own pet character, we will need to think about what happens to them over the period of a school week (5 days; Monday to Friday).  We will discuss that their animal diary will be more interesting/humorous if there is a problem. 
Children will begin planning their pet’s diary events on the blank diary planning sheet:

What events happen?

What is the problem?

How is the problem solved? 

How does their character feel about it? 


	LO; To create a comic strip to plan a diary recount 

Today we are going to plan our diary in a bit more detail focusing on what the characters might say or think. 

We will read through the ‘Key Features of Comic Strips’ Powerpoint.

There are 3 different levelled sheets today but we would encourage children to choose the one that they would prefer to use as they all have blank boxes and different ones would appeal to different children. 

Children will begin planning their pet’s diary on a blank comic storyboard. 
How does their character feel? What do they say? What do they think about their owners?

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	Maths – Today is times table day. We would like you to set your timer to two minutes or three minutes (if you have 2 tables on your sheet do two minutes, if you have 3 then set a 3 minute timer). English – Spellings. 

The first part of the session today is your spelling test. 

In the folder you will find the dictation sentences. In school, Mrs Vardy runs the test like this:

1) Read out the first sentence. All children listen to the sentence and try to spot the spelling word.

2) Read the first sentence again. The children then write out the WHOLE sentence remembering to include capital letters, full stops and any other relevant punctuation.

3) Read the sentence a third and fourth time (with short breaks in between). The sentence is then NOT repeated again. 

4) Read the second sentence and repeat steps 1-4. 

At home you could ask anyone else in your household (maybe an older sibling) to read you the dictation sentences. Mark your spellings and give yourself a score out of 10. Remember to always check that you have included capital letters and punctuation within your sentences.
