	The Boy in the Tower 
Text Analysis: Understanding and identifying tension-building techniques.
Children express likes & dislikes about the story so far. We read aloud Chapters 16, 17 & 18 and complete a speed retrieval activity. We explore different techniques the author uses to build tension and practise identifying examples of these in the text.

Task 9: Children use one of the differentiated worksheets to name, sort and locate examples of tension-building techniques used in Chapter 19 of the text. Green & Purple – additionally explain the effect each technique has on the reader.

	The Boy in the Tower
Reading: Inferring character thoughts, feelings and motives.
Children shared read Chapters 20 & 21 and discuss the reactions of the residents to the increasing dangers. We explore the dilemma faced by Ade and try to empathise with what he would be thinking/feeling.
Task 10: Children put themselves “in the shoes” of Ade and record thought bubbles to show what they think he would be thinking/feeling. They justify their ideas with text evidence. What would the chn do in Ade’s position – stay or leave the tower block? Why?

Writing Composition: Planning an informal letter, using notes.
Children map current events onto a story mountain then continue to read Chapters 22 & 23, recognising that most locals are now leaving the area. We learn about informal registers and, acting in role as Michael’s Mum, begin to gather reasons as to why Ade’s Mum should evacuate the flat.
Task 11: Children use one of the differentiated worksheets to plan the introduction, main body and conclusion of an informal letter, to persuade Ade’s Mum to leave. They record their ideas in note format. SAVE FOR NEXT LESSON.

Writing Composition: Writing an informal letter in role as a character.
Children review their letter plans from the previous lesson. We revise the correct layout and language features for informal letter writing and practise shared writing an opening paragraph (introduction).
Task 12: Children use their completed planning sheet to write an informal letter (in role as Michael’s Mum) to persuade Ade’s Mum to leave the flat. See Powerpoint for skills challenges.

	Written Multiplication
Use short multiplication to multiply 4-digit by 1-digit 

We recap short multiplication method using 2 digit and 3 digit numbers multiplied by a single digit. Children to then move on to the multiplying 4-digit by 1-digit but making good estimate for the product first.  Go through other examples represented by the place value counters to help visualise the sums.

Children to complete Twinkl diving into mastery activity sheets before attempting the whole class investigation.

	Written Multiplication
Apply short multiplication to problem solving
Use short multiplication to work out 6 × 3241. Does your answer look sensible? Agree the answer must be more than 18,000 (6 × 3000) but quite a bit less than 24,000 (6 × 4000). Knowing the range of the answer helps us see if we’ve made a mistake with place value for example the answer could be way out.  Work through the lesson PPT to go through the problems and discussing best strategies.

Yellow: HT ‘Multiplying Money’ sheet 1.

Greater Depth Questions to support multiplying 4-digit numbers by 2-digit numbers using a formal multiplication method including exchanges where the numbers in the questions are incomplete.
