Weekly Overview - Year 6 – Spring 1 – Week 4
This document replaces the Daily Doodle and we hope gives parents a clear overview of the content of Zoom lessons as well as an outline of the links and resources that will be referenced.  We will endeavour to upload this on the website in readiness for the following week.  
Resources may be adapted throughout the week depending on progress made in Zoom lessons.
It is our intention that there will be differentiation in some of our Zoom lessons to allow us to appropriately support children of all abilities.  Your child may be directed to independently complete activities whilst the teacher spends focussed time with other children.  The chat will be enabled for questions during this time, but where possible we would encourage children to problem solve themselves to avoid interrupting the teacher’s guided group.  In return children can then expect their guided session to be able to run uninterrupted too.

Feedback and marking will be completed face-to-face with the children, either at the end of the lesson if appropriate or at the start of the next session / day.  There is no expectation that children submit photographs of completed work to their teacher via e-mail unless directly asked or a piece of particular note that a child is proud of or has worked hard on (max 1 per week).  With this level of face-to-face teaching and staff also covering provision in school for Key Workers and Vulnerable children up to 2 ½ days per week, we do not have capacity to respond to this number of e-mails daily.

	English: The Watertower - 

LO: To create the next page in the story showing multiple viewpoints and character plots.
Worksheet: What Will Happen Next?

Write what you think will happen next to both Bubba and Spike.  Think about what is likely to happen to both of the characters - what do you know about the characters and what they might do next.  Can you switch viewpoint from Bubba to Spike during the ‘problem’ – Bubba is alone, Spike is returning to the town. 

Red/Orange: Draw what you think will happen next to both Bubba and Spike.  Next write captions underneath – try to include noun phrases.

Yellow:  Focus on switching the narrative from Bubba to Spike – can you include the internal thoughts of both characters – do you think Spike will be true to his word?  Add noun phrases, parenthesis and similes, trying to write in the style of Gary Crew.

Green:   Focus on switching the narrative from Bubba to Spike – include internal thoughts of both characters – do you think Spike will be true to his word?  Add noun phrases, parenthesis, similes, personification, and short sentences for impact. Try to write in the style of Gary Crew.

Purple: Try to show changes in formality through internal thoughts – include elements of slang.  Can you include semi-colons and colons for clauses?

LO: To use pictures and text to infer what is happening in the story.

To make reasoned predictions and describe them to others, justifying my thoughts.
The children will continue to read The Watertower and predict what will happen next.
