	To use the first person, past tense to write an imaginary animal diary

Get your thinking caps on and pencils sharpened (or fingers ready if you are typing it) because this week we are going to be writing our animal diaries!! 

We will look at how to turn a comic strip plan from last week into a paragraph, using the first person (I), past tense (because the events have already happened) and chronological order. 

We will discuss the importance of using different adverbial sentence openers to signal time (today, when, then, after a while, later that day etc) in order to avoid repetitive sentence structures.

We are going to have to use each writing session productively so that we are able to get our diaries completed by the end of the week.


	To use different types of conjunctions to form compound and complex sentences

Today children will use their comic strip plans to continue writing the next few entries of their pet diary (Tues and Weds). They should try and use a variety of sentence types and conjunctions.

* Compose simple sentences then extend them using ‘and’, ‘but’, ‘so’, ‘because’ connectives only. 

** Use Coordinating Conjunctions to link simple sentences together, forming compound constructions.

**/*** Try and use Subordinating Conjunctions to extend simple sentences with WHEN/WHY clauses.  
Don’t panic if you don’t understand the terms – examples of all conjunctions are in the folder for today’s work. 


	To edit and improve our imaginary animal diary

Before we continue with our diary, we are going to re-read what we have written so far to check for mistakes. 

Bring ‘Wednesday Diary of a Roving Rabbit’ sheet to the lesson as we will look at where the spelling and punctuation mistakes are and work together to improved it. 

We will then spend time editing and improving our own work that we have done this week. 
	To complete our imaginary animal diary

Today we will finish our amazing diaries, hopefully being able to add in some illustrations to bring it to life and then we will share our diaries with other children in small groups.

We will check them against the ‘Animal Diary checklist’ to see how many of the features we have included.

	To draw 2-D shapes; identify right angles; 

Today we shall begin with some revision on 2D shapes using MyMaths

MyMaths ( Geometry ( Y2 ( 2D and 3D shapes parts 1, 2 and 3.  

Today we will be drawing a variety of 2D shapes focussing on accurate measurements.

You will need a few pieces of squared paper.

If you want to you can pop in to school to pick up a maths book so you have squared paper to draw on. You will find it much easier if you have squared paper this week.


	To identify horizontal and vertical lines and pairs of perpendicular and parallel lines.

Today we will be looking at what horizontal and vertical lines are.
We will also begin to talk about perpendicular and parallel lines too. 

If you are with Mrs Jones, please make sure you have the 1 star sheet.

If you are with Mrs Vardy, please have the 2 star sheet ready.

If you are with Mrs KD, please have the 3 star sheet ready.

Remember, if you cannot print off the sheet have it downloaded and ready so that you can see it.
	To identify right angles; identify horizontal and vertical lines and pairs of perpendicular and parallel lines.
Today we will start by recapping how to find right angles. We will use mymaths: 

MyMaths ( Geometry ( Y3 ( Angles 1 Parts 1 and 2 only. 

Today we shall be talking about right angles and have a look at where they are in our house – can you find any examples?

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	Maths – Today is times table day. We would like you to set your timer to two minutes or three minutes (if you have 2 tables on your sheet do two minutes, if you have 3 then set a 3 minute timer). See how many calculations you can do before the timer goes off. English – Spellings. 

The first part of the session today is your spelling test. 

In the folder you will find the dictation sentences. In school, Mrs Vardy runs the test like this:

1) Read out the first sentence. All children listen to the sentence and try to spot the spelling word.

2) Read the first sentence again. The children then write out the WHOLE sentence remembering to include capital letters, full stops and any other relevant punctuation.

3) Read the sentence a third and fourth time (with short breaks in between). The sentence is then NOT repeated again. 

4) Read the second sentence and repeat steps 1-4. 

At home you could ask anyone else in your household (maybe an older sibling) to read you the dictation sentences. Mark your spellings and give yourself a score out of 10. Remember to always check that you have included capital letters and punctuation within your sentences.
