	The Boy in the Tower 
Comprehension: Understanding scientific vocabulary/information.
Children use an illustration to practice comprehension skills then read aloud Chapter 24 of the text. We explore new scientific vocabulary introduced and discuss its relevance to events in the story.
Task 13: Children independently read the plant ‘Germination and Reproduction’ information text and answer the given questions. They then create their own set of questions and answers for others:

Reading: Retrieving facts and taking organised notes.
Children continue to read Chapter 25 of the story. We discuss new information revealed about the ‘Bluchers’ and practise locating descriptions in the text.
Task 14: Children read the extracts from Chapter 25 and retrieve facts about the Blucher’s appearance, their dangers and feeding habits. They then draw a mind/concept map to organise this information, under either the given sub-headings or ones created themselves.

	The Boy in the Tower
Writing: Planning and beginning to write an information poster.
Children recap what they learned about the Bluchers in the previous lesson then read Chapter 26, the last in the ‘Part One: Before’ section. We discuss how Ade is feeling and make predictions as to what we think will happen next, in the ‘Part Two: Now’ section of the story. We consider why the author may have organised the book in this way.
Task 15: Children use extracts from Chapter 27 to collect further Blucher facts, adding these to their mind/concept maps from the previous lesson. They use their research to create a Government information poster warning people about the Bluchers. See Powerpoint for different skills challenges.

	The Boy in the Tower
Writing: Continuing to write an information poster.
Children shared read Chapter 28 and discuss the introduction of a new character to the story. We revisit the Government information poster task about the Bluchers (started yesterday), identifying the key structural and language features required and examining a suggested layout.

Task 16: Children use the notes on their mind/concept map to continue writing their Government information poster about the Bluchers. See Powerpoint for skills challenges.

Use multiplication methods in problem solving 

Word problems and reasoning puzzles on PPT to practise grid method and short multiplication.

Plot points and draw polygons using co-ordinates.

Use the lesson PPT to go through two quadrants. Remind the children that the x co-ordinate goes first then the y. Use mnemonic: Walk before you fly! Point out how the numbers on the x axis to the left of the y-axis are negative numbers, counting back.  Plot and level points on the quadrants.

	Multiplication / Co-ordinates – translation and reflection

Reflect a shape and write the new co-ordinates. 

Using the same grid as Tuesday, draw a right-angled triangle in the right quadrant. Ask children to pretend that there is a mirror on the y-axis. We are going to reflect this triangle in the y-axis. Draw the reflected triangle in the left quadrant.  Go through the lesson PPT to demonstrate checking that each point is the same distance away from the y-axis as it was originally, and that it looks to be the same shape.

Green: ‘Pattern of Reflections’ Sheet 2

Yellow: ‘Pattern of Reflections’ Sheet 2

Orange: ‘Pattern of Reflections’ Sheet 1

Red: Twinkl reflection sheet: fill in the other half of the shape where the line of symmetry falls. Use a sharp pencil and make sure it is accurate.

	Multiplication / Co-ordinates – translation and reflection

Work out new co-ordinates after a translation. 

Use lesson PPT to join points (-3, 1), (4, 1), (-1, 5) and (6, 5) to form a parallelogram on the same grid as yesterday. Children write the co-ordinates for each point. This parallelogram moves 2 squares to the right. Draw the new position and discuss how each x co-ordinate has been increased by 2, but the y co-ordinates have stayed the same. This shape has been translated; this means that it has moved but kept its original shape and orientation.

Email your score out of 10 to your morning class teacher please.

Can you repeatedly translate a chess knight so that it lands on every square of the chessboard only once?

Extra challenge for Purple: ‘The Knight Moves’ extra challenge sheet  

Orange and Red: Clues with part of the grid filled in. You can use a real chess board and knights for children to physically translate 2 across, 1 down.
Additional Maths 1- White Rose Maths – Position and Direction sheet.

Remember that the first number represents the 𝑥-coordinate and the second number represents the 𝑦-coordinate. 

Some discussion points: Which of the numbers represents the movement in the direction of the 𝑥-axis (from the origin)? Which of the numbers represents the movement on the 𝑦-axis (from the origin)? Does it matter which way around coordinates are written? Look at the point I have marked, what are the coordinates of this point? If I moved the point one place to the left, what would be different about the coordinates? If I moved the point down one, what would be different about the coordinates?
