	To read a selection of fables and identify key features
In today’s lesson, we are going to discover more about fables by reading a selection of popular stories and unpicking how they are the same/different to other types of narratives.

	To re-tell an Aesop’s Fable
We will recap the fables we read yesterday and make sure the children remember the three main key features: 

* short story;

* teaches a lesson; and
* includes good/bad animal characters.
The children will choose one of the fables from today:
1. The Bear and the Bees
2. The Boys and the Frogs
3. The Lion and the Mouse
4. The Cat and the Rooster 
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They will re-tell them orally 
in an interesting and engaging 
way.

	To develop character dialogue using speech bubbles
We will read 'Wolf and Lamb', from Aesop's Fables.
We will review the main characters & events and discuss the excuses that the Wolf makes. 

Part 1: Using either the ideas that we have discussed as a class, or their own the children will think about a verbal dialogue between the characters of Wolf and Lamb, with Wolf making accusations against Lamb/ Lamb refuting blame. 

Part 2: Children will record each separate piece of dialogue in its own speech bubble, checking that each remark builds on the previous one.


	To write correctly punctuated dialogue using speech marks
Today we will recap how to use inverted commas (speech marks) to show dialogue.

We will discuss how speech marks hold the ‘meaty’ dialogue between them, like the bread in a burger or sandwich! 

We will discuss:

* How do we know who is talking? 

* What are the rules for using speech punctuation? 
The children will then apply the speech punctuation rules to re-write the speech bubble dialogue they created yesterday.

	Maths Zoom (with your maths teacher)
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If you cannot print all the sheets, just have them downloaded so you can see them in the lesson.

	To use counting up to find differences (subtract). 

Today we shall be thinking about how we subtract.

We shall use Maths Frog to help us.

We shall start with some calculations together and then you will need to have your worksheet printed off or downloaded fir the second part of the lesson.

	Add three-digit numbers using expanded addition. (no crossing the 10s/100s boundary)

To start today we will do a ‘Big Maths, Beat That!’ so please make sure you have printed the sheet off or downloaded ready.
Today we are going to use expanded addition to work out up to 3 digit calculations.

 First, we need to partition the numbers into 100s, 10s and 1s and then we shall use this information to help us add up.

This strategy will help with your mental calculations and help you to add up quickly.

If you are with Mrs Vardy, please have the 2 star sheet ready.

If you are with Mrs KD, please have the 3 star sheet ready.
The answers are in the folder too if you do not get the chance to mark them in class.

	Add three-digit numbers using expanded addition. (crossing only the 10s boundary)

Today we shall be continuing from yesterday and deepening our understanding. Some of us will begin to cross boundaries and carry 10’s. 

We will also be looking at estimating and looking at how this can help to make sure we have the right answer.

If you are with Mrs Vardy, please have the 2 star sheet ready.

If you are with Mrs KD, please have the 3 star sheet ready.

	Today we shall be continuing from Wednesday and Thursday and deepening our understanding. Some of us will begin to cross boundaries and carry 10’s and 100’s.

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	Maths - https://www.timestables.co.uk/speed-test/ Test your timestable ability by completing the online test. English – Spellings. 

The first part of the session today is your spelling test. 

In the folder you will find the dictation sentences. In school, Mrs Vardy runs the test like this:

1) Read out the first sentence. All children listen to the sentence and try to spot the spelling word.

2) Read the first sentence again. The children then write out the WHOLE sentence remembering to include capital letters, full stops and any other relevant punctuation.

3) Read the sentence a third and fourth time (with short breaks in between). The sentence is then NOT repeated again. 

4) Read the second sentence and repeat steps 1-4. 

At home you could ask anyone else in your household (maybe an older sibling) to read you the dictation sentences. Mark your spellings and give yourself a score out of 10. Remember to always check that you have included capital letters and punctuation within your sentences.
