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This document replaces the Daily Doodle and we hope gives parents a clear overview of the content of Zoom lessons as well as an outline of the links and resources that will be referenced.  We will endeavour to upload this on the website in readiness for the following week.  
Resources may be adapted throughout the week depending on progress made in Zoom lessons.
It is our intention that there will be differentiation in some of our Zoom lessons to allow us to appropriately support children of all abilities.  Your child may be directed to independently complete activities whilst the teacher spends focussed time with other children.  The chat will be enabled for questions during this time, but where possible we would encourage children to problem solve themselves to avoid interrupting the teacher’s guided group.  In return children can then expect their guided session to be able to run uninterrupted too.

Feedback and marking will be completed face-to-face with the children, either at the end of the lesson if appropriate or at the start of the next session / day.  There is no expectation that children submit photographs of completed work to their teacher via e-mail unless directly asked or a piece of particular note that a child is proud of or has worked hard on (max 1 per week).  With this level of face-to-face teaching and staff also covering provision in school for Key Workers and Vulnerable children up to 2 ½ days per week, we do not have capacity to respond to this number of e-mails daily.

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	English: Beneath The Surface 

LO: To write a descriptive paragraph.
Worksheets: 

Describing A Picture

Beneath The Surface Reactions Sheet

Today we will be beginning to read Beneath The Surface, which is the sequel to The Watertower.

We will be examining Spike’s nightmares and writing descriptively.

Write a paragraph that would go with this image.  Think of how to describe Spike’s nightmares using figurative language and short sentences for effect.

Red – Write your own thought bubbles to the illustration

Developing - Write descriptive sentences, using a variety of ISPACE openers. Use the Year 6 writing mats to develop powerful word choices – noun phrases, adverbials and figurative language. 

You must include relative clauses and a range of conjunctions as well as using commas correctly. 

Expected Focus on descriptions using all five senses and the inclusion of rhetorical questions. You must include relative clauses, different types of phrases, semi-colons in a list, parenthesis and conjunctions.

Embedded and Embedded + – Independently write paragraphs, focussing on the inclusion of rhetorical questions and details about the dream. Try to include hyphenated words, colons, and semi-colons for clauses.


	English: Beneath The Surface

LO: To infer and deduce using evidence from the text.
Today we will be continuing to read Beneath The Surface, looking deeply at the text and images and what it tells us about the tower.

All: Children will work in groups to draw and write all the clues from the book so far that show an ‘alien’ existence or an ‘external force’ is involved with the Watertower.  


	English: Beneath The Surface

LO: To predict what might happen next.

Today we will be using our inference skills to discuss what we think will be next image in relation to the idea of ‘far beyond.’  Children will draw what they think will be the next image.
Equipment: Felt tip pens, pencil crayons, plain paper, crayons – any art equipment you have to hand.

	English: Beneath The Surface

LO: To discuss and compare themes of the book. 
Today we will be concluding the story Beneath The Surface. 
All: Children will work in groups to discuss what they think happened to Spike, writing their own conclusions to the story. Each group may then weave a scenario incorporating as many of these suggestions as they can.
