Focus on these activities during your afternoon learning.  You can plan your timetable however suits you best – covering a small part of each subject each week as we do in school, or alternatively have a week focussing on one subject, then move on.

	Objectives:

To label the parts of a flower used for reproduction. 
To describe the life processes of reproduction in some plants and animals

To describe the life cycle of a mammal

To describe the differences of the life cycles of an amphibian, an insect, a mammal and a bird


	Objectives:

To know what the Staffordshire Hoard is

To identify key artefacts within the Hoard

To use the artefacts to pose questions about the Hoard

To form and develop conclusions about why the Hoard was buried


	Objectives:

To write an algorithm for a maze game
To use scratch to create a maze game

To improve a maze game by adding more levels or obstacles

	Suggested activities:

Research the life cycles of a frog and a sunflower. Draw a simple life cycle to show the stages. 
Draw a flower or use the ‘Activity sheet parts of a flower’ to label the parts of a flower using the ‘Parts of a flower information cards’. You could ask a family member to put these cards around the house and you could hunt for the information. 
Read through the ‘Reproduction’ Powerpoint to look at sexual and asexual reproduction and compare the advantages and disadvantages of these.

Have a go at creating your own cress head at home. (Link below!) Place one in the fridge and one in a warm room of your house. How does the temperature effect the growth of the cress?

Find out what placentals, monotremes and marsupials are. Can you find examples for each of these and draw out the lifecycle for each?

Jane Goodall has completed lots of work with chimpanzees and created the Jane Goodall Institute. Use her website to find out some information about her work and create an advert to ask for donations.

Create a poster explaining the different life cycles of amphibians, insects, mammals and birds to show how they are different. 

You could also access the lessons on National Oak academy (Link below) for this unit.
	Suggested activities:

Use the Staffordshire Hoard website to research what the Hoard is and what was found. Create an information page to show what you have found.
Use the ‘Artefacts’ activity sheet to match up the pictures of the artefacts with their descriptions. What do you notice about the artefacts? You can make notes of your initial observations.

Use the BBC website link below to watch videos about Anglo-Saxon life. (You may remember some things from September) Does anything link with the findings of the Hoard?

Use the Powerpoint ‘Thories’ To look at the different theories surrounding the Staffordshire Hoard. Which one do you think is the most believable and why?

Write a newspaper report about the findings of the Staffordshire Hoard. You could include information about what was found and even include an interview with Terry Herbert; The man who discovered the Hoard.

Use the PowerPoint titled ‘Anglo-Saxon craft and design’ to have a go at creating some of your own designs for Anglo-Saxon items. The sheets for designing can also be found in the folder on the website.
	Suggested activities:

Use the link below to look at an example of a game. Use your arrow keys to move the bug around the obstacles.

Use the ‘Writing algorithms’ activity sheet to design a game you would like to create. 
Have a go at using scratch to create your game. You will find a ‘Guidance’ sheet within the folder on the website which yourself or a family member can have a look through to remind yourself how scratch works.
How can you make improvements to your game? Ask a family member or send your game to a friend to peer-assess and to make your game more exciting or challenging!

You will find a series of Powerpoints and activity sheets in the folder on the website to help you add more effects, characters and backdrops to your game. –The presentations are numbered for you.

	Objectives:

To learn about the life and work of famous artists
To know about line colour and perspective

To apply mathematical concepts to understand perspective


	Objectives:

• To sing the song. 

• To understand the geographical origin of the music and in which era it was composed. 

• To experience and learn how to apply key musical concepts/elements, e.g. finding a pulse, clapping a rhythm, use of pitch. 

• To play the accompanying instrumental parts (optional). 

• To work together in a band/ensemble.

 • To develop creativity through improvising and composing within the song.
	Objectives:

To perform dances using a range of movement patterns
To compare performances with previous ones and demonstrate improvement

	Suggested activities:

Use the ‘olejarz’ and ‘thehelpfulteacher’ links below to watch the videos and use the interactive tool to understand what One-Point Perspective is.

Use the ‘olejarz’ interactive tool to have an explore of how to draw lots of different One-Point Perspective pictures.

Follow the ‘1PP Drawing bedroom scene’ Powerpoint to draw a bedroom. Remember to use soft pencil lines as you may need to do some rubbing out. 

Go for a walk with your family and take a picture. After you have a photo, watch the BBC Bitesize clip below and have a go at drawing your picture using One-Point Perspective techniques. 
	Suggested activities:

Your child has been provided with a log on for Charanga Music.  Emails will be sent out shortly directing you as to how to log on.  Once logged in, access the unit set and complete a range of activities including:

1. Learn to sing the song Don’t Stop Believin’;

2. Listen to and appraise a range of rock songs;

3. Clapping, pitch and rhythm games;

4. Improvising rhythms using clapping or instruments at home (you could even make your own instrument); and, 

5. Composition: create your own instrumental section to play along with the song.  Children could use instruments at home or Apps such as Garage Band.
	Suggested activities:

Watch the clip of Wendy meeting peter Pan and then listen to the ‘Flying’ song. Whilst listening, clap and nod the count of 8 to the music. Think of 8 different ways you could move around the room in time with the 8 count. Practise moving in your different ways to the count of 8.

Create a routine showing Peter and Wendy showing for the first time that lasts for 16 counts. Think about the movements and expressions which Peter and Wendy used when they first met. See the website folder for an example. 

Use different Peter Pan soundtracks to create dances for different parts of the movie. 

Peter meets Captain Hook- ‘Set them free’ 

Leaving Neverland- ‘Peter Returns’

Could you choose a song or piece of music from one of your favourite movies to create your own dance routines?

When you have completed your dances, why not take a video of your dance and send to a friend for feedback.
