	Objectives:

To describe the stages of human development.
To explain how babies grow and develop.

	Objectives:

To be able to describe the features and differences between a satellite image, a map and a globe.
To know where the world’s major cities are and describe the features of London.  
	Objectives:

To share the results of a search and be discerning in the information that is located.

	Suggested activities:
Lesson 1- What can you remember about sexual and asexual reproduction from last term? Use the sorting cards activity in the resources to organise the cards. Look at the lesson 1 PowerPoint which describes the stages of human development. Use the ‘Stages of human growth and development’ activity sheet to put the stages in order and describe what happens at each stage.  

Lesson 2 (Zoom lesson with your base class teacher) - We are going to be looking at graphs and tables with data (information) about the growth of babies in height as they grow.
Using the data given on the excel spreadsheets (1, 2 or 3 star), draw 2 different types of graphs. Use the ‘Analysing growth of babies’ activity sheet to describe what your data shows.
	Suggested activities:
Lesson 1 (Zoom lesson with your base class teacher) – We are going to remind ourselves of the continents and have a look at the features (landmarks) that we can find on a map. We will be using Google Earth/maps and atlases if you have one available. 
Choose a continent from the resource file to mark on major cities (red), large towns (green), major natural features (brown) and rivers (blue)

Lesson 2- Use Google Earth/Maps to zoom in on our school. What colours, patterns, shapes, buildings can you see? Look at ‘Satellite’ and ‘Map’ view. What is the same? What is different? Can you find places to match the definitions in the resources?
	Suggested activities:

 Lesson 1- Use the PowerPoint in the resource folder. Watch the BBC Frozen Planet clip (link below). Use some of the websites provided in the resource folder to research information about animals in the North Pole. Use this as an opportunity to practise your ICT skills. Can you make your own information PowerPoint or leaflet on Publisher to present your information. 

Remember: You have access to Microsoft through your Office365 account provided by school. 
Lesson 2- Have a look at the websites that you used in the previous session. Before Christmas we looked at what Bias means. This can be described as the act of showing favouritism which is considered to be unfair. Which of the websites you looked at could be biased? Why? Which research can be trusted? Why?

	Suggested activities:

Lesson 1- Look at the Lesson 1 PowerPoint in the resources. You have been given a brief to create a piece of jewellery which is inspired by the Staffordshire Hoard. Look at the Staffordshire Hoard website and sketch down some details and ideas from the original pieces which you could use in your final design. 
Lesson 2- Look at the Lesson 2 PowerPoint in the resources. Come up with a questionnaire which you could use at home to ask family members (or friends or family over zoom) to help you to decide which piece of jewellery would sell best.
	Suggested activities:

Your child has been provided with a log on for Charanga Music.  Once logged in, access the unit set and complete a range of activities including:

Lesson 1- Listen and Appraise - Make You Feel My Love by Bob Dylan, sung by Adele: Play the song. Use your body to find the pulse whilst scrolling through/using the on-screen questions as a focus. The coloured timeline denotes the song sections. After listening, talk about the song and answer the questions together using correct musical language.
Lesson 2- Listen and Appraise - Make You Feel My Love - Bob Dylan version: Play the song. Use your body to find the pulse whilst scrolling through/using the on-screen questions as a focus. After listening, talk about the song and answer the questions together using correct musical language. Listen and Appraise - Make You Feel My Love sung by Adele (if you want to): How are the songs different, how are they similar?

	Suggested activities:

Lesson 1- Practise ball passes using one and two hands. You will need a ball which you can grip in one hand. You can ask a family member to practise with you or you can throw the ball against a wall and catching the ball. To make the activity more challenging, increase the distance to throw and catch the ball. Use different throws such as overarm and underarm. 

Lesson 2- Spend some time focusing on practising the following passing skills:

Hip Pass – Hold the ball in one hand at the opposite hip to the hand you are passing with.  The ball should travel across the body in the hand keeping the arm straight.  As it moves past the hip the ball should be released making the pass.  This technique is generally used to pass the ball a short distance to a teammate who is close by but in a better position on the pitch   

- Jump Pass – The ball should start in a position above the head.  You should proceed to jump before throwing overarm at your teammate.  The ball should be released whilst you are at the top of their jump.  This technique is generally used to pass the ball greater distances and can be used when shooting.
- Bounce Pass – Using an overarm technique the ball should be thrown at the floor to bounce just over half way between you and your partner.  The ball should bounce to a suitable height for your partner to gather (catch).  This technique is generally used to pass the ball when in ‘tight’ situations and make it difficult for opponents to intercept the ball.
Remember the importance of teamwork, making use of space, control of the ball and communication when attempting to successfully keep possession of the ball as part of a team
