Children will then draw and describe what storeys their treehouse would have ( 
	To design a fantasy food machine
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To create a labelled diagram

After a discussion the children will design their own fantasy food machine. 

They wll draw a picture of it and label this with its features, what it does and any possible dangers associated with it.


	To create a new animal!
Children will brainstorm  as many animals they can think of and the discuss how they could combine two.

Children will draw and describe their invented animal – and give it a new name.
They could do a labelled diagram if they wanted, or think about what their new animal would do.

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	 Maths - https://www.timestables.co.uk/speed-test/ Test your timestable ability by completing the online test as a warm up. How many did you get right in the time? 
When you are ready have a go at the times table tests (the sheets are in today’s folder). Let your teacher know your score. Remember to do the timestables you are working on at school (think which treasure chest your pirate is on). Please all start by testing x2, x5, x10 then mpove on to x3, x4, x8 when you are ready. Make sure you are secure and can repsond quickly before moving on.
When you have finished can you go on TT Rock stars. There is a new battle against other schools! We have won on the last two occasions … so no pressure! Remember the more you go on the more we stand a chance of doing well and winning again! Mrs Preston keeps an eye from afar. English – Spellings. 

The first part of the session today is your spelling test. 

In the folder you will find the dictation sentences. In school, Mrs Vardy runs the test like this:

1) Read out the first sentence. All children listen to the sentence and try to spot the spelling word.

2) Read the first sentence again. The children then write out the WHOLE sentence remembering to include capital letters, full stops and any other relevant punctuation.

3) Read the sentence a third and fourth time (with short breaks in between). The sentence is then NOT repeated again. 

4) Read the second sentence and repeat steps 1-4. 

At home you could ask anyone else in your household (maybe an older sibling) to read you the dictation sentences. Mark your spellings and give yourself a score out of 10. Remember to always check that you have included capital letters and punctuation within your sentences.
