	Zoom 1 - ENGLISH
9:45 – 10:45
	Arguments & Debates 

Reading: To read an argument text and summarise the key points.
Children watch a short animation to explore what an ‘argument’ is and begin to identify some key features. We then read a written example of an argument (Argument 1a), proposing CCTV be introduced into schools and discuss the viewpoints of the author.
Task 1: Children read differentiated argument texts and extract/list the key points made.

	Arguments & Debates 

Spelling: To spell and use words ending in –cial and –tial.
Children use the Y5 BBC Bitesize ‘Fact, Opinion and Report Writing’ web page to recap the difference between facts and opinions and join in the Super Movers activity:

We reread Argument Text 1a and explore its language features, focusing on the spelling rules for words with -tial or –cial endings.
Task 2: Children locate the meanings of given -tial and-cial words, using printed and online dictionaries. They practise using the words within written sentences.

	Arguments & Debates 

Comprehension/Grammar: To read and summarise argument texts, using bullet points, colons and semi-colons.
Together we read Argument 1b, text-marking its key language features and summarising the main points in note format. We learn how to punctuate a written list, using bullet points, colons and semi-colons.
Task 3: Children reread Arguments 1a and 1b, using a bulleted list to record the key points ‘for’ and ‘against’.

	Arguments & Debates 

Grammar: To practise using different cohesive devices.
Children watch the Oxford Owl ‘What Is Cohesion’ video clip:

We then read-through the ‘Grammar’ Powerpoint to understand more about different cohesive devices, including number, place and time adverbials.
Task 4 (whole class activity): Children follow teacher direction to work individually/in small groups on a series of sentence level practice activities linked to the Powerpoint.

Yellow: Investigation: Choose three, four or even five numbers (from Adding Towers HT resource sheet), aiming to create at least one sum with an answer in each of the following ranges:

 <1000, 1000 to 2000, 4000 to 5000, 8000 to 9000,

10,000 to 12,000 and >12,000.
