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	English: Poetry: The Dreadful Menace 

LO: To be able to discuss and evaluate how authors use language.
During the lesson, children will be looking at a variety of poems, discussing their meaning, unpicking the language choices and how images are created through language.

LO: To select appropriate vocabulary and devices (personification) to enhance meaning.
During the lesson, we will be focussing on the poem, The Dreadful Menace.  As a class, we will unpick the language of the poem and how images are created before focussing on personification.

	English: Poetry: The Dreadful Menace 

LO: To produce a piece of personified prose
Today, we will be beginning to write our own version of The Dreadful Menace.  Please make sure that you have your personification worksheets from yesterday’s lesson to help you.

LO: To assess the impact of our own writing.To perform our poem thinking about intonation, volume and movement to make meaning clear.
Today, children will continue to work with their partner to complete, edit and improve their poem, thinking clearly about the language they have chosen and the impact it has.  We will then look at performing our poems in groups.
