Hieroglyphs are symbols which represent a letter or sound.
The Ancient Egyptian scribes did not write vowels – a,e,i,o,u – so instead they would write 
something like ht for ’‘hat’.

The Ancient Egyptian civilisation was very different to the Stone Age because specially trained 
people, called scribes, had their own special written language. This writing is called hieroglyphs.

Only people at the top of society, like pharaohs, priests and scribes could read and write and it 
took years for someone to learn how to do this.
