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The New Kingdom

Once Egypt had been saved by Pharaoh Amose I, a new time in Ancient Egyptian history had 
begun. This was called the New Kingdom.

The pharaohs of the New Kingdom did not want to be invaded by foreign people again, so they 
made their army stronger than ever before. This army had the same special soldiers and weapons 
that the Hyksos used, plus a much bigger navy (to attack from water):

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Successful expansion and the need for more food and bronze

They used their new powerful army to invade the Nubian people to the south. 
They also fought and expanded their land further along the coast of the Mediterranean Sea. 
Egypt was the biggest and most powerful it had ever been!

This meant that there were many more people to feed and many more weapons to make to 
protect the New Kingdom empire.

After stealing lots of gold from the people they invaded, Egypt was now very rich. 
This meant that they could trade with nearby civilizations.

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Luckily, the people of Hittite, Mitanni, Assyria and Babylonia in the north and northeast had lots of 
tin and copper ore to trade. 

These are the two special rocks used to create bronze, which is just what the Ancient Egyptians 
wanted!

Tin and copper are melted down and mixed to create an alloy (mixture of metals).

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The end of the Egyptian Empire

After Ramses II died, many more pharaohs ruled Egypt, but none were as powerful as him. 

After some time, Egypt started to struggle because there was no water for the crops, which made 
the people of Egypt starve. 

There was also a lot of disease, so many people started to die. This left Egypt very weak, so 
other people came to attack it.

Over hundreds of years, Egypt was invaded by different people. First the Nubians, followed by the 
Assyrians, then the Persians and finally by Alexander the Great who is the King of Macedon.

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The last pharaohs of Egypt

When Alexander the Great died in 332 BC, Egypt was ruled by his friend, Ptolemy who called 
himself the new pharaoh. 

For many years, Egypt got stronger under the rule of the Ptolemy and the future pharaohs. 
Many temples were built in the style of the New Kingdom. When Egypt was at its strongest, around 
240 BC, Egypt invaded Libya, Kush, Palestine, Cyprus, and much of the eastern Mediterranean 
Sea.

Meanwhile, a new republic, which was stronger than anything the world had ever known had 
started to grow. These people were called the Romans and their land stretched all the way 
towards Egypt.

Sadly, Cleopatra and Mark Antony lost the fight against Gaius Octavius and they both died. 
After this, Egypt was made part of the Roman Empire for over 700 years. Never again would 
Egypt see the power it once had. This makes Cleopatra VII the last pharaoh of Egypt.

Hi! I’m Queen Cleopatra VII. I am pharaoh 
of Ancient Egypt and this is Mark Antony, 
an important Roman General.

We have twin children called Alexander 
and Cleopatra Selene.

The Roman Republic have just declared 
war on my beautiful kingdom of Egypt, so 
Mark Antony and his army and my own 
army will fight Gaius Octavius!
