	SPELLINGS – This week we are learning how to use the -ify suffix to change nouns or adjectives into verbs. Read the Powerpoint, focusing on the spelling rules (slide 3) then play the ‘Who Wants To Be A Genius?’ game. Make sure you understand the list of 10 new spelling words – use a printed or online dictionary to check, if you are unsure of any meanings: https://kids.wordsmyth.net/we/
Practise writing out each word – there’s a handwriting sheet to help or you could try putting each word into a sentence yourself.

	ENGLISH - Read today’s ‘What To Do’ sheet with an adult. 
Complete activities 1 and 2 – read the story ‘Ouch!’ by Kevin Crossley and discuss your answers to the questions with an adult or briefly jot down your responses. Use the ‘Revision Cards’ and watch the BBC Bitesize video to remind you about how we use verbs to indicate past and present and future tense: https://www.bbc.co.uk/bitesize/topics/zrqqtfr/articles/z3dbg82
Now, complete the ‘Ouch!’ Activities. You may find it useful to print off a copy of the story so you can highlight/write on it.
Extra Challenge: If you have time, try out activity 3 – write a paragraph or two predicting what happens next in the story. Use the ‘Go APE’ strategy posters underneath to help you.
