Computing Curriculum Intent

We will deliver a computing curriculum which is engaging, creative, motivating, relevant and includes a breadth of knowledge relating to computer science, information technology and digital literacy. All staff teaching computing will have a clear understanding of the computing progression and will receive relevant continued professional development to develop and maintain their subject knowledge to ensure high quality teaching and education for all pupils.

Pupils will gain skilful use of technology by exposure to different software and devices across school. The computing curriculum enables pupils to learn important programming knowledge and to develop problem-solving skills which they can replicate in other areas of their learning. Online safety is integral in our curriculum. We model and educate our pupils on how to use technology positively, responsibly and safely. 

Each year group will challenge and support all pupils, so that 90% achieve the expected standard for their age.
