History Curriculum Intent

We will deliver a history curriculum that is both broad and specific; driven by developing a secure understanding of chronology that enables children to understand how our locality, Britain and the wider world, cultures and communities and relationships have developed and changed over time. All teaching staff will have a clear understanding of the knowledge progression in history and consistent excellent teaching of developing pupil’s substantive and disciplinary knowledge, in order for them to understand and make claims about the past, as well as understand how history affects us today.
History is language rich and vocabulary has a high importance in the subject as children are articulate communicators, both orally and through written word, which enables them to be brave in their learning, have opportunities to ask relevant questions and be active in their learning. This subject will develop children’s curiosities, allow opportunities for creating memorable experiences and develop reflective learners who are able to understand their own metacognition in order to promote a growth mindset.
Each year group will challenge and support all pupils, so that 90% achieve the expected standard for their age.
