Music Curriculum Intent

We will deliver a music curriculum which is broad, balanced, enriched, relevant, knowledge-rich, engaging and innovative, inspiring each and every child to achieve academic brilliance. All staff teaching music will have a very clear understanding of the knowledge progression and consistent, excellent teaching of the three pillars of progression, ensuring that technical, constructive and expressive elements are taught.  This will enable children to sing, play and compose music from a range of genres and cultures as well as showing an enjoyment of their lessons and the wider musical opportunities provided to them.  We follow the ‘model music curriculum’ allowing the children to engage in inspiring music lessons taught by staff and trained musicians through WCET as well as providing all children with the opportunity to play and perform in front of the whole school and as part of a choir in the wider community.
Music is a unique way of communicating that can inspire and motivate children.  It is a vehicle for personal expression, and it can play an important part in the personal development of people.  Music reflects the culture and society we live in, and so the teaching and learning of music enables children to better understand the world they live in providing culture capital.  Besides being a creative and enjoyable activity, music can also be a highly academic and demanding subject.  It plays an important part in helping children feel part of a community.  We provide opportunities for all children to create, play, perform and enjoy music, to develop the skills to appreciate a wide variety of musical forms, and to begin to make judgements about the quality of music.
