The role of RE in schools is to help prepare and equip all pupils for life and citizenship in today’s diverse and plural Britain, through fostering in each pupil an increasing awareness of, and sensitivity within, the diversity of religious and non-religious beliefs, practices, spiritual insights and world views they will encounter.   
Consistent, excellent teaching of the Staffordshire Agreed Syllabus themes of EXPLORE, ENGAGE and REFLECT, will enable pupils to develop the knowledge, insights and skills necessary for them to be able to live authentically and responsibly as adults in today’s world. RE learning encourages pupils to acknowledge how religious and secular communities seek to uphold and develop the well-being of the human family.
