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KEEPING SAFE
Over recent weeks, there have been a number of issues involving our Y5 and Y6 children and the use of social media. Many children in Y5 and Y6 are on WhatsApp groups. We repeat the advice regarding the age guidelines for this app: 16 years old. This is because younger children do not have the maturity or resilience to deal with potential problems. We have seen unkind and inappropriate comments from a growing number of TRJS pupils; this is having a detrimental impact on the mental health of many children. If your child is on WhatsApp (or similar groups) I urge parents to check your child’s phone on a daily basis. There are reports of children messaging late at night and early in the morning and this is causing many issues between children at school. It is a distraction to learning and it is taking staff a huge part of each day to talk to children and ensure that they are OK. The most concerning trend is reports of children accessing TikTok and Snapchat in forums without the necessary privacy settings in place. There is much research that highlights how unsuitable adults access platforms frequented by young people in order to target and groom them. Please be vigilant and check your child’s devices.
