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· Practise your times tables, in particular x2, x5 and x10. Focus on the tables that you find tricky. 
· Practise your number bonds. Use these to help you when counting out money, setting the table for dinner. 
· Practise telling the time in hours, half past and quarter past/to. 
· Visit mathsframe.co.uk/  and try their free online games. Snowball Smash is one of the most popular and can be used to recap a range of skills including reading numbers, addition, subtraction, multiplication, division and fractions.
Writing
· Recap on the spelling rules and common exception rules you have covered during Year 2. Look at www.theschoolrun.com/what-are-exception-words 
· Recap on the Phonics you have learnt. Try the free games on topmarks.co.uk/english-games/5-7-years/letters-and-sounds and  www.phonicsplay.co.uk/resources/ 
· Keep practising your handwriting and letter formation: write lists, postcards, holiday diary, poems, instructions etc. 
· Remember to read through and correct simple errors you can spot yourself.
Reading
· Join the library and the Summer Reading Challenge.

· Read aloud to a grown up five times a week for 20 minutes. Talk about what has been read and understood. 
· Read widely: stories, information books, comics, magazines, poems, maps, signs, postcards.
· Collect unfamiliar words and write down what they mean. Make it your word of the week and practise using it in conversations.
