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· Register online and complete the Summer Reading Challenge.
· Read aloud to an adult, family member, pet or even your favourite toy! Talk about what you 
have read and discuss any tricky new words.
· Read widely: stories, information texts, comics, maps, signs, letters/ emails, websites.
· Go to Audible Stories to listen to free audiobooks.
· Visit the ‘Family Zone’ on the National Literacy Trust’s website for book themed activities and games: https://literacytrust.org.uk/family-zone/
Maths
· Revise the multiplication tables to 12 x 12 and related division facts to ensure rapid recall.  
· Use Times Tables Rock Stars and MyMaths to help you with any areas of maths you find difficult.
· Complete a survey e.g. cars, pets, animals, food and present your data/results, explaining any patterns.
· Find real-life fractions! E.g. sharing food, identifying the fraction of red smarties in a packet of sweets, identifying the fraction of silver cars down your road.
Other
· History: Why not read about the Greeks to develop your background knowledge.
· Religious/PSHE: Keep a diary noting down what you have done and how you feel on a daily basis.
· Computing: Remember when searching or using social media, to use technology safely, respectfully and to recognise acceptable and unacceptable behaviour.
Writing
· Play some word based games such as: Bananagrams, Junior Scrabble, Boggle, Articulate Kids or Hangman.
· Write a recount of an activity you’ve enjoyed or a non-chronological report about a sport, musical instrument or place.  Ensure your handwriting is neat, fluent and joined.
· Make a video tutorial or explain to an adult how to do something new you have learnt. E.g. baking/cooking, learning a dance, crafts/construction, sports skill or trick.
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
