Indicator 1  & Indicator 3
	1) PE is led effectively (as identified by the AfPE assessor). 
2) CPD is led in-school and up-to-date information is disseminated across school – staff meetings throughout the year. 
3) LV will co-ordinate purchasing CPD from outside agencies for subjects. (rugby and cricket)
4) ECTs are supported to enhance their subject knowledge and PE pedagogy. 
5) ITT students within school observe LV teaching PE.
6) All resources and information are shared on the central system. 
7) Organisation of Sports Day for our whole community. This is an important way of the whole school community engaging in sport. 
	1) Teaching staff within school have a clear LTP of PE units to teach. LV is supporting staff to assess PE effectively across cohorts. 
2) Staff meeting time is allocated to PE. LV supports staff with planning and assessment. Assessments are starting to be kept as video evidence to support staff with making secure judgements. 
3) Cricket and rugby CPD has been offered to staff this year. A high quality coach has taught these sports and then provided team teaching opportunities to the staff. 
4) ECTs are able to observe LV teaching PE as required. LV is available to discuss PE planning / assessment as required. 
5) ITT students are able to observe LV teaching PE. Discussions around planning and assessment are scheduled as part of their time on placement. 
6) Colleagues are supported by the resources being available.
7) LV had supply cover to ensure that planning for Sports Day was completed. This included a time table of events, liaison with teaching staff to ensure skills were taught prior to the events. LV teaching skills to TRIS and liasing with their staff to ensure children feel competent with the activities taught.

	1) Staff confidence questionnaires will be issued to ascertain which areas of CPD are required. 
2) High quality coaches will be employed to offer sport-specialist coaching to children across school in a range of sports. This will be taught alongside the teacher who will gain skills, knowledge and practical advise and support. 
3) Coaching will work on a rota system throughout school to ensure that staff and children experience a broad range of sports. 
4) LV will  be working with TRIS to teach Y2 children prior to them joining our school. TRIS children will attend our sports day and compete in events.
5) TAs to build their knowledge of the progression of swimming skills. 
	1) Areas to develop have been strategically planned. 
2) Rugby and cricket have been offered across the school. 
3) Rugby and cricket have been planned across the school to ensure that each teacher is able to gain CPD in one of these sports. 
4) TRIS children were taught how to complete events for the TRJS sports day. The children came across to school and participated in the events. Children gained confidence as part of a wider programme of transition. We will be reviewing the impact of this specific event at the 2026 Sports Day when we will be able to make further judgements regarding whether this was effective in introducing the children to a competitive sports day. 
5) Increasing numbers of SEND / SEMH / ASC / ADHD within some year groups have meant that TAs are needed within the swimming lessons to support children. The TAs have supported the children in accessing the lessons and have gained knowledge about how swimming skills are taught and the teaching strategies used by our swimming teacher. Assessment data for academic year 2024-2025 showed that over 90% of the children achieved all of the swimming objectives at the end of KS2. 

	Children to have further opportunities to develop skills outside of the PE lesson.

Indicator 4 & Indicator 5
	1) Children will have the opportunity to work with a sport-specialist coach who will provide high quality provision. 
2) Children will be able to access a sport at a higher level. Accompanying staff will be able to maximise this opportunity for their own CPD needs and to gain confidence to run their own clubs. 
3) Other external companies will also be running sports clubs at a cost to the parent, that is not subsidised by Sports Premium.
	1) Table tennis, rugby, cricket and football were all offered by specialist coaches. Children w-ere able to access high quality clubs which enhanced their sporting skills. Children were signposted to other clubs outside of school that they could attend to improve their skills further. 
2) Rugby teams were chosen and taken to events outside of our usual competition offering further enhancing the provision. 
3) Clubs offered included: netball, dodgeball and dance. The children had a variety of sports offered to encourage participation. 

All clubs were offered to pupil premium / disadvantaged children to ensure there were no barriers to participation. 

	Ensure that all children have good fundamental movement skills to enable them to access age appropriate PE lessons. 
	New playtime equipment to target fundamental movements.

Indicator 2 and 5.
	Our assessments and external research shows that the number of children able to successfully perform fundamental movements is falling. Carefully chosen equipment will provide opportunities for the children to develop FMS. 

	1) OPAL has been introduced to support children with imaginative play and physical movement. Children are now able to use their bikes and scooters are lunchtimes. Football is available to all year groups at lunchtimes. All children can access the adventure playground. New equipment such as skipping ropes, balance boards, cricket stumps/bats and swings have been introduced. Children are supported in constructing dens using wood and other resources. 
All of the activities outlined above encourage children to complete physical activity and to be active for the whole break. This helps to build their strength and stamina for completing PE lessons. 
2) Well-being lead to research and implement movement breaks across the school for all children. This has supported children in not being as sedentary during lessons and encourage further activity. 

	Children in UKS2 to have access to outdoor adventurous activities. 
	Subsidise residential trips for Yrs 5/6.

Indicator 4.

	Outdoor and adventurous activities are a fundamental part of the National Curriculum. The cost of residentials has increased in line with the cost of living increases, however, this has meant that the cost has become prohibitive for a number of our families.
	1) Removal of financial barrier to accessing this part of the curriculum. Residentials are carefully planned to ensure that activities are progressive across the two year groups. 

	All children to engage in physical activity that is fun, physically demanding and that improves core strength and stamina. 
	Introduce OPAL play
Resurfacing of field areas to all weather provision.

Indicator 2 and 4.
	1) OPAL play encourages physical activity every day in a wide range of activities. This is linked to developing play skills in children so also supports mental wellbeing. Initial costs will be reduced once the programme has been implemented successfully. 

2) All weather surfaces to ensure that the play area is usable all year round. 

3) Children will be able to store appropriate outdoor shoes/clothing to enable access to the field all year round and increased physical activity. 
4) New equipment to be purchased to support physical play every day.
	1) All children are able to access activities that are physically demanding and that improve core strength and stamina. 
2) Children make use of a previous unusable area. Children safely engage in gymnastic activities outside during breaks and lunchtimes. 
3) Children access the wider school grounds during lunch times. Children building stamina through increased, sustained activity. 
4) Children exploring different ways to be physically active and improved mental well-being.

	1) Children will have the opportunity to compete at a wide range of sporting events at JTHS. The majority of our children will transition to JTHS for their secondary education, so this also provides transition support.
2) Opportunities to compete against different schools in the wider local community. 
	1) The majority of our children will transition to JTHS for their secondary education, so this also provides transition support.
2) Communication with children from different settings. 

Both of the competition pathways provide children with an opportunity to put their skills learnt in PE into action within a competitive situation. The competition require high standards of behaviour matched to the sports values for each sport. Children are able to experience success and develop strategies to cope with failure / loss. 

During the academic year we were also given additional opportunities to compete in contact rugby events organised by an RFU coach. There were opportunities from our rugby coach to create whole cohort competitions. This allowed for the practical application of the skills learnt in lessons to be applied to game situations.
